Monday 20 February 2012

James 3:13-18
Today, we have a reading which speaks to us as individual believers and to the church as whole. The reading closes with an inspiring portrait of how to live life in abundance.

Tuesday 21 February 2012 

No community escapes rivalries, where the community of the family or the community of the faith. St James offers a robust analysis and a way out. 

Wednesday 22 February 2012 (Ash Wednesday)

Joel 2:12-18

Discipleship is a path of conversion “made new every day”. This clarion call to renewal of life and heart opens with an encouraging picture of God, “all tenderness and compassion, slow to anger, rich in graciousness.” As St Paul puts it, “Look, now is the acceptable time; look, now is the day of salvation!”  (2Corinthians 6:2)

Thursday 23 February 2012

Deuteronomy 30:15-20

The book of Deuteronomy is a kind of “last will and testament” of Moses and today we have his final encouragement to the people of Israel. It's a great invitation: choose life!

Friday 24 February 2012

Isaiah 58:1-9a
Isaiah wrote a long time ago but this passage could have been written for us today. Here’s a question: given the close link been faith and justice, can we really separate religion from politics and economics, can we really separate our faith and our “real life”? 

Saturday 25 February 2012

Isaiah 58:9b-14

Wouldn’t it be great to experience “life in abundance” (John 10:10), to live a fulfilled and fruitful existence? The great Isaiah points the way.
